5. Monday, November 8, 1943.  A. Find the example of foreshadowing.  B. Discuss the figure of speech Anne uses to describe their situation. P. 114 – 115.

6. Saturday, November 27, 1943.  What does her vision of her friend Lies reveal to her?  P. 119 – 120.

7. Wednesday, December 29, 1943.  Paraphrase Anne’s diary for this day.  P. 126.

8. Saturday, January 15, 1944.  A. Describe the relationships in the secret annex.  B. Answer Anne’s question: Would a person have trouble in the long run, whoever he/she shared a house with (no matter who you were cooped up with for 2 1/2 years)?

10. Wednesday, February 23, 1944.  What is Anne’s solution to fear, loneliness and unhappiness?  P. 158-159.

11. Thursday, March 2, 1944.  Anne on “Youth” and “Adults.”   Paraphrase, then respond.  Do you agree or disagree?  P. 162 – 163.

12. Tuesday, March 7, 1944.  How has Anne changed since she came to the secret annex? P. 170.

13. Tuesday, April 4, 1944.  “I want to go on living after my death!”        A. What is “success” to Anne?   B. How does she plan on achieving it?        C. Does she?
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14. Tuesday, April 11, 1944.  “Surely the time will come when we are people again, and not just Jews.”  Re-read this section on page 207.  What does Anne mean? 

15. Wednesday, May 3, 1944.  The Franks (and company) have been in hiding almost two years now.  A. What is their diet like now?  B. What are Anne’s ideas about war?  C. And about her life?  P. 222 – 223.

16. Tuesday, June 6, 1944.  A. What is “D-day”?   B. What is the significance of this day? P. 244.

17. Thursday, July 6, 1944.  “How can I make it clear to him that what appears easy and attractive will drag him down into the depth, depths where there is no comfort to be found, no friends and no beauty, depths from which it is almost impossible to raise oneself? …Laziness may appear attractive, but work gives satisfaction.”  What does she mean? P. 255 – 256.

18. Saturday, July 15, 1944.  Re-read pages 260 and 261.  Compare yourself/your thoughts and feelings to Anne.   A. How are you the same regarding the things she mentions on these pages?   B. How are you different?
