Atom Model Project
Create a 3-dimentional model of an atom.

1. Rough Draft: You will need to plan for the construction of your model. Draw a diagram, on a piece of paper, of your atom including amount of protons, neutrons and electrons in the correct shells. You should have the element name, element symbol, atomic number, atomic mass and electron shell diagram (what’s in the box) on your paper. Add a list of materials that you plan on using to create your atom model. Please have your parent sign your rough draft so they know about the items you need. Your rough draft is due Feb 9 or before (10 pts).

2. Nucleus: You will need to have the correct number of protons and neutrons in the nucleus. The protons and neutrons should be the same size but larger than the electrons. The protons and neutrons should be different colors (10pts).

3. Electrons: The electrons should be a different color than the protons and neutrons and also smaller in size. The correct number of electrons should be in each energy level. (10pts).

4. Creativity: Your model should be unique, colorful, and attractive. Put the model together with care and quality

5. Labels: 
· Your name, date, period should be clearly labeled on the model. 
· Create a card with the correct element name, symbol, mass and atomic number, and   electron shells diagram clearly shown on your model. 
· Create a key for your model identifying the protons, neutrons and electrons.
6. Written Section: Write 3 paragraphs about your atom: A Paragraph is between 3 and 5 sentences. 
Paragraph 1: The basics: Element #, when it was discovered, by whom, etc… 

Paragraph 2: Write about how your element is used and some interesting facts about it. 

Paragraph 3: Write about your atom construction experience. Materials used, difficulties, discussions you might have had at home, things you learned in the process, and who helped you.
***Extra credit will be given to those who create a molecule (like H 2O) or a diatomic molecule (like O2).

***Extra credit for those who create a model that moves.
If you are going to use Styrofoam balls for your project please note: SPRAY PAINT AND SOME GLUES WILL EAT AWAY AND MELT THE STYROFOAM.
